BASIC GRAMMAR

- Nouns and Genders: Nouns end in -o (masculine), -a (feminine).
Example: el chico (the boy), la chica (the girl).

- Articles: Use el/la for "the" (singular) and los/las for "the" (plural).

- Ser vs Estar: Use ser for permanent traits and estar for states/locations.

KEY PHRASES REGULAR VERBS:

- Hello / Goodbye: Hola / Adiés - AR verbs
- Please / Thank you: Por favor / Gracias (hablar - to speak):
-Yes / No: Si/ No yo hablo, tu hablas, él/ella/usted habla,

- Excuse me / Sorry: Perdén / Disculpa nosotros/nosotras hablamos,

- | do not understand: No entiendo ellos/ellas/ustedes hablan

- How much is it?: ; Cuanto cuesta?
- ER verbs

(comer - to eat):

- yo como, tu comes, él/ella/usted come,
nosotros/nosotras comemos,
ellos/ellas/ustedes comen

PRONUNCIATION TIPS - IR verbs

(vivir - to live):

- yo vivo, tu vives, él/ella/usted vive,
nosotros/nosotras vivimos, vosotros/vosotras
vivis, ellos/ellas/ustedes viven

- Where is the bathroom?:
¢, Dbnde esta el bano?

- Vowels are pronounced more
consistently than in English: a (ah), e
(eh), i (ee), o (oh), u (00).

- J is pronounced like an English "h"
(e.g., jardin - garden).

- N sounds like "ny" in “canyon”
(e.g., nifo - boy).
